Step 2: Mount wall brackets (A) on rails (D, E, F)

1. Flip in two T-Bar nuts.
2.  Attach wall bracket (A) with M6x10 screws
. Repeat with all wall brackets (A)

Step 3: Mount rail with wall brackets on wall

Mark position for first screw in wall bracket (A).

Drill hole/insert wall plug.

Mount a screw approx. 7mm from the wall.

Hang the assembled rail on the screw, use the keyhole.
Mark for the rest of the wall plug.

Drill holes/insert wall plugs.

Mount the rail and tighten all wall screws.
