© Secure the 2 LED bars onto the sides of the VK430 using the 4 LED bar
screws provided.
@ Slightly bend the mounting plate outward to detach it from the VK430.
© Secure the mounting plate onto the wall by one of the following
methods depending on the wall material:
(@) Hard Wall: Secure the mounting plate onto the hard wall using the
4 screws included.
Note: Also use the 4 screw anchors if necessary.

@ Using an Ethernet cable, connect the unit's LAN port to a PoE switch /
injector to provide power and access to the network.

© Place the VK430 onto the wall by sliding and attaching it to the
mounting plate.

@ Turn on the unit by switching its power switch to ON. The status LED
shall light green.

1. Press the unit's function button. The Settings page appears.

2. Tap Network & Internet > Ethernet > Ethernet IP Mode to set it to
static IP mode and define the related network settings.
