1. Attach the (4) rackrail channels to the top and base panels by passing (4) rackrail threads on each
rail through the panel holes and loosely screwing on the flange nuts. Do not tighten. (FIGURE A)

NOTE: Ensure cable knockouts on the top and bottom panels are facing the same side.

2. Attach (2) 10-32 X 1/2 hex screws to each corner of the front and rear of the top and base panels.
Firmly tighten the hex screws. (FIGURE B)

3. Lay the enclosure on a flat surface and tighten all of the flange nuts. Do not overtighten. (FIGURE C)

NOTE: The enclosure must be laid on a flat surface to prevent the assembled frame from going

cubically out of square.
